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GUIDELINES:

· The project talk is worth 15 marks and the final project report is worth 85 marks.

· Although the project outline and  progress report are not allocated any specific marks, up to 5 marks may be deducted if these are not submitted without good reason.

· A significant report (about one side of A4) on the final project is expected from both the first and the second supervisors. A briefer report on the talk is acceptable.

· The first and second supervisors should produce INDEPENDENT reports. A single report signed by both supervisors is not acceptable.

· The two completed student assessments and a copy of the final report should be handed to Mariam Mohamad in the Physics & Astronomy department.

The total 85 marks awarded for the written work should be broken down as follows: 

· Scientific contribution by student and understanding of context: 35 marks 
· Quality and amount of work: 30 marks 
· Standard of presentation (including the project outline and progress reports) and also including referencing: 20 marks 
· Failure to submit an outline and progress report on time, without mitigating circumstances, will be penalised by the loss of up to 5 marks in the final report.
